Gabriela Mistral was a woman with a multi-faceted personality: she was a
poet, an educator, a diplomat and a feminist. She has the honour of being
the first Latin American to win the Nobel Prize in Literature in 1945. She
had a difficult childhood*, and had to start working as a teacher’s assistant
by the time she was 15 in order to support herself and her mother. While
working as an educator, she also started to write poetry*, some of which
were published in the local and national newspapers and magazines. The
tragic death of her lover in 1909 influenced her to write “Sonetos de la
muerte” which won a national award* for her when published years later.
Her popularity as a poetess also opened other doors for her career as a
teacher. She had many opportunities to teach at prestigious schools, and
then gradually went on to become a college educator. She lived primarily
in France and Italy between 1926 and 1932. During this period, she also
visited many countries like Brazil, Argentina, the Caribbean, Uruguay, etc.
She published many articles in newspapers and magazines throughout the
Spanish-speaking world. She never married but had a very profound love for
children. She was a very spiritual person. She died on the 10th of January in
1957. She is still remembered as the most important poetess in Chile.
